O make no remarks that are racist, sexist, homophobic, or sexually
degrading

0 demonstrate self discipline in words and actions within the

(3 keep the program premises clean and neat and refrain from
wilful destruction of program or other property

O respond courteously to the reasonable requests and instructions
of program staff

3 treat visitors to the program with the same respect afforded
members of staff

from all violence

0 never possess or use drugs or weapons.

Consequences
